I. Catalog Description
This course is designed as a studio course in, acrylic, or watercolor painting expanding
upon advanced techniques. Advanced materials and techniques will be explored. The
student will experiment with various personal styles and execute a body of work for
exhibition/presentation. Historical, aesthetic, and cultural points of view will be
considered. This course has been approved for online delivery. To cover costs of paints
brushes and canvas, a $35.00 lab fee will be charged at the time of enrollment. Student
may need to purchase additional supplies to create more extensive projects.

a. Determine subject matter that most appeals to student.
b. Discuss best methods to express student’s feelings about chosen subject.
c. Select subject matter for a series of paintings exploring various methods of
expressing subject.
Preparatory drawings/paintings sketches.
View/discuss various styles student may wish to incorporate into his/her style.
Use techniques designed to promote development of a personal style.
Execute a series (at least three) of variations on a chosen subject.
Plan and execute a conceptual work and/or installation
Show work in the student show.
Verbally explain their work to a group presentation.
Defend their work in an individual critique.
