The Art Program at Lassen Community College includes: one full-time faculty and 4 adjunct faculty.
Program development included curriculum updates, text updates, and changes to course offerings and
revamping of SLO’s and PSLO’s alignment. To stay current with the arts, the only full-time art faculty
completed many online trainings, workshops, and a 10-week course from industry standard expert Jay
Machado (Senior Modeler at Industrial Light and Magic) for 3D Modeling. DEIA training was also
accomplished through FLEX Days training offered at Lassen Community College. Adjunct faculty are not
required to attend any training even though it is offered at LCC. Perhaps this could be brought up in
union meetings and negotiations with LCC administration.

The arts program at LCC continues to provide rigorous hands-on in person courses, online courses, and
correspondence courses to meet the needs of the community.

Enrollment and student success is up for the arts program. The Covid Pandemic had a huge impact on
the arts due to the nature of hands-on project-based instruction. However, the program has turned a
corner and is up and the community of students are taking notice. Another full-time faculty is critical for
continued success in enrollment, success rates, retention, and program completion.

Ultimately, the art department has the following goals for the future growth and prosperity of the
program:

Hire another full-time art faculty
Increase DEIA training and modify curriculum to align with DEIA standards
Continue outreach for retention in the arts program

Explore possibilities of guest art lecture series and university art gallery at Lassen Community
College

The objective of the Studio Arts program is to offer a broad selection of challenging college-level
educational opportunities in fine arts, graphic design, and art history to students seeking completion of
the fine arts degree, preparation for transfer to a university, or completion of general education units
necessary for many Lassen College degrees.

Courses within the fine arts, graphic design, and art history help students meet Areas C of the vocational
and non-transfer associate degree general education requirements, Area C of the CSU General
Education (CSU GE) Certificate of Achievement, and Area 3 of the Intersegmental General Education
Transfer Curriculum (IGETC) Certificate of Achievement.

The Studio Arts Program is comprised of courses in the Fine Arts and Graphic Arts area including:
Drawing, Painting, Ceramics, 2-D and 3-D Design, Printmaking, Digital Photography, Graphic Design, Art
Appreciation and Art History.

The program includes the following associate degree;
Associate in Arts Degree in Studio Arts for Transfer

Upon completion of the AA-T degree in Studio Art, the student should be able to:

1. Solve basic problems of visual expression using various techniques and mediums.
(Critical Thinking, Communication)
2. Produce basic realistic and nonrealistic drawings of various subjects using alternate styles.
(Critical Thinking, Communication)
3. Produce visual works of art in a variety of mediums.
(Critical Thinking, Communication)
4. Interpret, evaluate and critiques orally and in writing visual works of art.
(Critical Thinking, Communication, Cultural Awareness)
5. Demonstrate knowledge of specific historical and cultural art styles.
(Critical Thinking, Cultural Awareness)

At present the Studio Arts program has one full time faculty, and four adjunct faculty.

In regards to Lassen College’s Vision as defined in the Strategic Plan the Fine Arts program contributes to
the vision of the college: “Be the Cultural Leader in the Community.” Through the educational
opportunities within the Fine Arts program, students can develop a cultural understanding of art and
graphic design. Students can also develop technical skills in art and graphic design. In addition, the art
program frequently collaborates with the Lassen County Arts Council to showcase student and faculty
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work, another manner in which the Fine Arts program serves as a cultural leader in the community. The
Fine Arts program also serves the Lassen College mission as well as the current emphasis in California
Community Colleges for transfer education.

The Fine Arts program leads students to competence in all five of Lassen College’s institutional learning
outcomes: Communication, Critical Thinking, Lifelong Learning, Personal/Interpersonal Responsibility,
and Cultural Awareness. Even when not formally identified as outcomes, linked to course or program
outcomes, or measured, skills and knowledge for competence in the five institutional outcomes are
inherent in all instruction within the Studio Arts program. For example, instructors establish guidelines
for assignments that students must navigate (Personal/interpersonal Responsibility); communication of
ideas are paramount within critiques as well as communication between students and instructors is on-
going (Communication); in examining the cultural topics within the Studio Arts program (Cultural
Awareness), students think critically about the theories, concepts, their current applications and
problem solve within their projects (Critical Thinking); and, finally, students are mentored to engage in
on-going learning within the discipline of interest (Life Long Learning). The measured attainment of
competence related to the five institutional outcomes may be computed through an examination of
course level outcomes as well as the linkages established between courses, programs, and the
institutional outcomes.

Last IPR was during Covid Pandemic in 2020. Art History Degree was removed from Art Program due to
lack of interest/low enrollment and some courses that were not offered due to low enrollment and were
discontinued. Current FTES supports evidence for another full-time faculty (even with the drop in
enrollment during the Covid Pandemic) in order to see the Fine Arts Program vitality and growth. We
began in Fall 2023 with many classes full and with overloads again for the only full-time faculty. It will
be difficult if not impossible to continue the rest of the arts program with only one full time faculty and
four adjunct faculty in the future. It is difficult to recruit part time instructors with M.F.A.’s in a rural
area such as LCC. All of our adjunct faculty are already retired from previous jobs. We must move
towards another full-time faculty for the prosperity of the program. If any of the current adjunct faculty
choose not to return, it would be a devastating decline in FTES for the entire program and for Lassen
College as a whole. We recently were moved from larger (lab) class rooms to smaller rooms which has
hindered classes Digital Photography (with no place to set up lighting equipment) and Printmaking (with
no place to continue screen printing in its current form). Painting and Drawing are also challenging with
the new smaller work space. Students have complained about the change to a smaller space which
hinders instruction by limiting what can be taught (Student Response Questions Pages 45 and 50).

Based on your review of the data trends above (e.g., course success, retention, awards) please provide
an analysis of achievement gaps and accomplishments in the program.

The overall success rate for the Arts Program versus overall success rate of Lassen College as a whole for
Student Achievement and Learning Outcomes is pretty close to on par with the rest of LCC. The Studio
Art Program dipped slightly by 1 percent in the 2020-21 year and then was up by 3 percent for the 2021-
22 year compared to LCC overall rate. However, the Course Retention Rate for the Studio Are program
is higher than the Lassen College overall retention rate with 2 percent gain in 2021-22 and 5 percent
gain in 2022-23. Awards in the Studio Arts also went up in 2021-22. Whether it be Gender, Age, or
Ethnicity, overall percentages go up by the 2021-22 year for course success rate however program level
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has flux possibly due to the Covid Pandemic. The real test will be to see how the rates change for the
next 4 years.

Equity
Based on your review of the data trends above (e.g., course success, retention) please provide a
narrative to outline opportunities to address any equity gaps.

There is a dip in percentage across the board for both course success and course retention rate in the
2020-21 year but then the percentages go back up overall, again | believe due to the Covid Pandemic.
Looking at age, the 25 to 49 group recovers in the course retention rate but not in the course success
rate so that would be a group to focus on next. Retention rates by ethnicity recover but the success rate
falls for American Indian or AK Native, Black or African American, Hispanic or Latinx, Pacific Islander or HI
Native, and males in general. The Covid Pandemic could play into the drop in percentage; however, |
believe these groups need more support for success. It would be more helpful if we knew which
courses these students had the most and least success in terms of data analysis.



Student Learning Outcomes

Based on your review of the data trends above (e.g., enrollment, FTES, FTES/FTEF, fill rate) please
provide an analysis of efficiency gaps and accomplishments.

Studio art enrollment overall has a drop in each year following the overall enroliment of the entire
college except in the last year 2022-23 has increased from 430 to 472. This correlates to the theory that
we are leaving the Covid Pandemic drop in enrollment and students are returning. FTES has also
increased from 51.2 to 56.2 for the 2022-23 year showing again in uptick difference meanwhile Lassen
College overall lost FTES from 1200.6 to 1153.9 in the 2022-23 year. Essentially, the arts program is
recovering faster than the rest of the college. FTEF also increased in the final year for the arts versus a
drop in the entire Lassen College FTEF. Looking at each art course, the final year of 2022-23 shows
either an uptick or staying the same in enrollment. Correspondence and Hybrid had a continuous drop
in enrollment while Face to Face and Internet had a recovery in enrollment. Female enrollment was up
from 117 to 191 in the 2022-23 year. However, Male enrollment dropped from 313 to 274. It would be
interesting to see if that was consistent with the entire college but that data is not available. However,
the Lassen College Success Rate for Males dropped from 82% to 72% and the overall Retention Rate for
Males dropped from 94% to 93%. Overall, the arts program is going up in the 2022-23 year, and should
be celebrated.

Division Heads, Chairs, and Administration also have
meetings to discuss similar topics. During Convocation and Flex Days training is offered on SLO, PSLO,

Overall, PSLO’s, SLO’s are mapped out and streamlined. DEIA is just being mentioned as the new change
in direction for education. More disaggregation of data could be done to understand specific actions for
groups of people.

Current FTES supports evidence for another full-time faculty (even with the drop in enrollment during the Covid Pandemic) in
order to see the Fine Arts Program vitality and growth. We began in Fall 2023 with many classes full and with overloads again
for the only full-time faculty. It will be difficult if not impossible to continue the rest of the arts program with only one full-
time faculty and four (past retirement age) adjunct faculty in the future. It is difficult to recruit part time instructors with
M.F.A’s in a rural area such as LCC. Most of our adjunct faculty are already retired from previous jobs. We must move
towards another full-time faculty for the prosperity of the program. If any of the current adjunct faculty choose not to return,
it would be a devastating decline in FTES for the entire program and for Lassen College as a whole.

The only full-time art faculty (James Kleckner) has completed various tutorials on www.lynda.com and
www.thegnomonworkshop.com to maintain current with the industry software. James Kleckner also maintains his own
tutorials on YouTube for various courses taught at Lassen Community College. In 2018, James Kleckner attended the Southern
Graphics Conference in Dallas, Texas. In 2019, he attended the California Art Education Association Conference. Many
conferences have been cancelled due to Covid Pandemic, but future conferences will be attended. James Kleckner took a 10-
week on-line course with CGMA, Hard Surface Modeling (3-D Modeling) by Jay Machado (Senior Modeler at Industrial Light
and Magic) during the Summer of 2020. James continues to make as much art as possible and exhibit through galleries and art
organizations. He also attends galleries and museums whenever possible. James Kleckner attends various Flex Day Training
offered at Lassen Community College and twice-yearly Convocation Day for extra training.

We recently were moved from larger (lab) class rooms to smaller rooms which has hindered classes Digital Photography (with

no place to set up lighting equipment) and Printmaking (with no place to continue screen printing in its current form). Painting
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and Drawing are also challenging with the new smaller work space. Printmaking, Drawing and Painting all share the same
smaller space and it is difficult to continue with the same breadth of projects and techniques covered in the smaller location.
Students have complained about the change to a smaller space which hinders instruction by limiting what can be taught
(Student Response Questions Pages 45 and 50). When we were moved, the facilities director said that they would build an
out-cove structure to support screen printing. This has not happened. We also need more room for the lighting equipment for
Digital Photography. This lack of space has not been resolved. We currently have a ceramics room, a room for drawing,
painting, and printmaking, and a very small computer lab for the digital art, digital photography, and graphic design classes. A
larger class size is needed for supporting the graphics lab with the lighting equipment. The room for drawing, painting, and
printmaking is more comfortable in terms of temperature due to the AC unit inside and the ability to open the doors to let in
fresh air from both sides. However, the current graphics lab has a broken swamp cooler (not good for computer equipment)
and generally the room is too hot. Often, | have to open the door to the hallway and the outside door to let in cooler air (only
available during the winter) which is a waste of energy. This is another reason why we need either AC for the entire Creative
Arts Building or a new computer lab room that has AC.

Equipment

In the Ceramics room (CA 101) we have various tables and chairs for working with clay, there is also a slab roller, electric kiln,
gas kiln, various electric/kick wheels, and various glazing equipment. Most of the ceramic’s equipment is past its prime but
still useable. In the drawing/painting/printmaking room (CA 102), we have various tables and chairs for workstations for the
classes taught in that room, as well as a painting storage shelf, drying rack, 1 Speedball Etching Press (24” x 36”) and 1 small
Blick Art Intaglio press, various wooden easels, table saw, screen printing rack, and lightbox table. In James Kleckner’s office
(because there is no other space) there is a screen-printing rack, exposure unit, and various screens for printmaking. Most of
the equipment in the drawing/painting/printmaking room and office are in good condition. In the graphics lab (CA 208) there
are various tables and chairs, a lightbox table, various lighting equipment and a Logan Mat Cutter. We also have various Digital
SLR cameras for students to check out. There are no maintenance/service agreements. Due to the change of rooms, we were
told that our equipment that doesn’t fit in rooms would be stored somewhere. In unknown storage room we will have a shirt
screen press, 2 Flash Dryers, 1 Large Blick Art Intaglio Press, and various older screens.

Technology

In the classroom there is a large 4K touch display for projection. We have 18 Surface Studio computers in the graphics lab (CA
208). There is also a large format Epson Scanner (12000 XL), a Cintiq display, Large Format 3D printer (Fusion 3), a large color
printer (7845 Printer) and an Epson Stylus (3880 Printer). On the computers we have the Adobe CC software, Autodesk Maya
and Mudbox, 3D software for 3D printer and SoftLINK license. We need constant tech support for computer lab to update
software and maintenance of computer equipment.

Two computers out of the eighteen don’t have the Solid-State Hard Drives that were supposed to improve performance. We
have been waiting for 2 years now for these to be installed. Once these are completed, the current software always needs to
be updated. Tech support has always been an issue since | have been here now 8 years. There is room in the lab for 2 more
Surface Studio computers. If we purchase these then we can have a full lab of students. This could improve FTES. More
Digital SLR cameras are needed for checkout to students for the Digital Photography classes.
