NURS 16 is offered as a concurrent course with
NURS 13, NURS 14, NURS 15, and NURS 17 during the fourth semester of the program. A course
grade of D or below will result in failure in all concurrent courses. Students must be accepted
into the Lassen Community College Registered Nursing Program.
