▪ Duty handgun and shotgun
▪ Soft body armor or load bearing vest (LEO, if agency required)
▪ Duty belt with holster and ammo pouches
▪ 3 handgun Magazines
▪ 1000 rounds of factory handgun ammunition
▪ 10 handgun dummy rounds
▪ 150 rounds of shotgun ammunition (75 birdshot, 50 00

Buckshot, 25 slug)
▪ Eye and ear protection
▪ Cleaning kits for duty weapons
▪ Appropriate range attire for outdoor weather
▪ Note taking material
▪ Hydration and snacks for range days
▪ Folding chair for range days

Additional Information:  The attendee will complete a static handgun 
qualification course each of the four days (Tuesday-Friday) at the range.  They will 
be required to attain a 70% or better score on at least one (1) of these 
qualification shoots to pass the course.     

Note: All course attendees must bring the required shotgun ammunition, even if 
your Department does not carry shotguns (guns can be supplied, if needed).
